many times before, the
storm will just go away.
Florida, as an example,

goes through them 4to 5
times a year without a
fuss, looting, pan han-
dling, blame gaming or
any Katrina-like media
attention.

-Ample warning was pro-
vided and people were
asked to leave. Some de-
cided to stay despite the
odds, afair choice almost
everywhere but in New
Orleans where the old lev-
ees gave up.

-City officials from New
Orleans loudly blamed
FEMA to hide their own
shortcomings while refus-
ing to give food and water
to the refugeesin the Su-
perdome, or to use school
buses for evacuations.

-State officialsin Louisi-
ana went around scream-

ing at upper echelons for
more buses while rows of
neatly parked unused
school buses were being
flooded in New Orleans.
They complained FEMA
was not there quickly
enough and now complain

because FEMA over esti-

mated the needs and
is"wasting" big sums of
needed money in unused
trucks or shelters. Can
FEMA win?

-The National Guard, in

Louisiana again, failed to

dert all its members and to

protect its own vehicles
from the rising waters.

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-Law enforcement agencies, encorein
Louisiana, failed to hold some sort of
cohesion during the crisis, and to pro-
tect the people from various despicable
crimes, areal disgrace for the na-

tion. New Orleans police officers fled
the scene in patrol cars or were caught
lootingon TV.

-Hospitals, nursing homes and
neighbors or families failed to help
and evacuate the most vulnerable
among them: the elderly and theiill.

-The media, endorsed race as an issue,
largely backed up by the voices of Af-
rican American leaders, hinting that
low income blacks were left to diein
the path of the storm and that federal
help was voluntarily delayed by some
racist calculations. Soon, to confirm
racism, number are going to show that
90% of the victims were minorities,
conveniently omitting that African
Americans make up the majority of
these states.

-Income became the other issue and
the media and politi-

cians were quick to e
point out the low in-
come and rampant
poverty of the victims... after having
ignored these conditions for decades!
Still, 11.5% of the low income from
New Orleans are white and nobody
hasreally stood up for them yet.

-The mayor of New Orleans, maybe
through voodoo, was able to make up
a casualty count of 10,000+. Thisfig-
ure was rapidly echoed by irresponsi-
ble national and international media
for about aweek... until the official
count barely climbed to the thousands
and casualties became a non issue.

-2 days after the storm and 6 feet in
water, citizen reporters (a new con-
cept... no wonder the pressis so bad!)
started to convey their limited percep-
tion of the situation, to report a multi-
tude of floating corpses, to describe
despair and abandon, and tell horrible
tales of non-assistance or compassion-
ate murder. The media and politicians,
again, provided alarge forum to these
testimonies and following their parti-
san agenda, quickly put al the blame
on the slow response of the federal
entities.

Actually, the only thing the
mediadoesisto instill fear and make
us happy to be anywhere but where
they are spinning live events.

Thelist could go on but the main point
is that when people are scared and
"victimized" (turned into victims),
they look up for higher "entities" to
protect them, take care of their every
need, pamper them and reassure them.

We livein a society where personal
responsibility has given way to vic-
timization and entitlement. The fear
that isdaily instilled in us by our
elected officials and media apparatus
has long convinced us that we are in
danger (conservative conspiracy, l0ss
of our freedoms, SARS, Mad Cow,

TB, West Nile, asbestos, global warm-
ing, terrorism, war with North Korea,
sex predators, drive-by-shooting, fire
from the sky, locusts...).

Three
weeks |ater, the whole thing totally
deflated, fell out of the front pages
while the drooling media switched to a
promising "Ophélia".

Corporate Crisis Public Relations

The rationalization of
public relations was
created primarily asa
product of war. Major
world powers competed
for the goodwill of their
own civilian popula-
tions from the Great
War through the Cold War. Ships,
weaponry, bombs and military ma-
chinery couldn’t have been created
without the support of the civilians.
The political aspect behind public re-
lations was to find a“human interest”
side of war so the people would trust
in government authorities and support
the ongoing battles with a positive out-
look. To this day, a public relations
campaign is used by corporations to
build a positive outlook of the com-
pany, and is directed towards the gen-
eral public, in an attempt to create
“free” positive press.

A public relation publicity campaign
isessentially a“free” form of present-
ing an organization’s product, person,
or service to the general public using a
human-interest angle. The media will
look for areas of public interest, and
televise/print the information to in-
crease their own ratings. The more
newsworthy a feature is, the higher the
ratings for that particular news chan-
nel. Publicrelationsisvirtualy “free”
for a company, with the exception of
paying a public relations agent (or
agency) to create the subjects the me-
diawill find enticing.

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The Master Gunz Speaks: On Perception

PN When put into the per-
M spective of Bruner and
" Goodman. What they
describe is elementary, yet very
deep, and something taken for
granted, ironically, based on one's
own perception. Humans, and pos-
sibly animals, often do think they
know something, when in actuality
we only perceiveit to be because it
isroutinely occurring and we are
continualy reacting. It isnowon-
der that early psychologists felt
their early work on perception was
only the beginning.

Webster defines perception as “the
act of perceiving or the ability to
perceive; mental grasp of objects,
qualities, etc, by means of the
senses; insight or intuition; under-
standing, knowledge; concept, im-
pression.” When we read the defi-
nition of perception the depth of
what isintricately involved in

one' s perception is not self appar-
ent. It's been made easy for us,
when it really goes to the core of
our being, and is all encompassing.
We don't see where perception can
be measured. | wonder what We-
ber, Fechner, Wundt, Titchener and
others would think when told “that

the legal process of corporate malfeasance.

such perceptual phenomena are as
scientifically measurablein terms
of appropriate metrics as much
more hallowed phenomena as
flicker fusion, constancy, or tonal
attributes,” (Bruner).

There are two types of perception
determiners: autochthonous and
behavioral. Autochthonous deter-
miners “reflect directly the charac-
teristics electrochemical properties
as sensory end organs and nervous
tissue,” (Bruner). Included in this
grouping would be sight, touch,
taste, hearing, and smell. These
factors can be individually meas-
ured on anumber scale. Behav-
ioral determiners are those func-
tions that lead us to have our per-
ception. They include our attitudes
(feelings), our socia needs, our in-
dividual personality quirks, as well
asour physiologica needs. Addi-
tionally, our social norms, custom-
ary conduct, and social skills of
communicating and interacting
play apivotal rolein our behavior.
Behavior can be measured through
sensory conditioning. Look at Pav-
lov’s salivating dog; consider
blinking of the eyes or facial ges-
tures.

Additionadlly, two other factorsto
be considered are “ perceptual com-

promise” and “ perceptual equivo-
cality,” (Bruner), what oneis will-
ing to accept and what one finds
palatable to the emotions. When we
see something we register it in our
mind’' s eye. Based on the autoch-
thonous and behaviora determiners,
we make judgments. | term these
“decisions’ for our mind's eye as
perceptual judgments, or our per-
ception, based on an agreement be-
tween what we fed is agreeable and
equal for our own sdlf. It is“what
is presented by autochthonous proc-
esses and what is selected by behav-
ioral ones’ (Bruner). One place
these judgments/perceptions get
tested is on the witness stand. How
many nights aweek do we see
someone on the witness stand being
proven wrong? Y et that person’s
perception isthat person’sreality.

| never realized the value and need
to look into the depths of percep-
tion. Itisnot as easy as one might
be led to believe. It reminds me of
peeling an onion and discovering
what lies below the next layer.
Such is so with the phenomenon of
perception. Our perception is what
we allow it to be through the use of
sense and how we are conditioned,
aswell as how we feel and what we
accept for appropriate behavior.

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Fighting Terrorism: Are We Programmed for Defeat? part Two

Part One briefly ex-
amined the historical
context of terrorism
and some related is-
sues. Part two assesses
various defensive
strategies. Under-
standing what is at
stake and recognizing
the nature of the enemy is paramount
to developing a defense. Make no mis-
take that some tactics are controversial
and unfortunately, political. The real-
ity isthat there are many aspects to
this battle. Some are obvious and oth-
ers are subtle. Of course tactics like
profiling as a precursor to identifica-
tion, intelligence gathering and reason-
able searches are more obvious. Subtle
issues include attitudes, language, me-
diaand politics.

Let’s examine the subtle issues first.
Attitudes and language promoted by
the media and political establishment
has a significant influence in combat-

reality isthat each side brutally fought
to preserve and promote their way of
life, afact that is seldom depicted.

Consider the way the liberal media
reported the war in Viet Nam. The
American public was bombarded with
negative news and consistent body
counts, which resulted in a decline of
support for the war. Y ears later Ho Chi
Min admitted they considered surren-
der after their defeat in the TET offen-
sivein 1968. However, due to the lack
of public and political support for the
war, created and reported by the U.S.
media, they decided to endure the fight
until the U.S. gave up. The enemy was
victorious because they recognized
Americans did not have the will to
win. Inthe War on Terror much of the
sameis occurring. The liberal press
misinforms, rarely reports accomplish-
ments, consistently reports negative
news and body counts, and uses lan-
guage that legitimizes terrorists, al of
which result in a waning support for

and in the days after his comments the
bombings increased and more Ameri-
can soldiers and Iragis were killed than
in previous months. When terrorists
are given legitimacy by U.S. officials
they are further emboldened to fight.
Politicizing the war projects divisive-
ness, alack of support and a percep-
tion of weakness. Thisinvites terrorist
attacks on U.S. soil and international
interest, which increases the necessity
for American citizens, law enforce-
ment and business to be even more
vigilant to provide security for indi-
viduals and assets.

To provide security and win this war
there isaneed for good intelligence, a
means to recognize and identify the
enemy and develop a strategy to neu-
tralize them. Unfortunately, due to the
nature of the enemy, the war will not
be fought exclusively by the military
on foreign soil. U.S. soil is now a bat-
tleground and law enforcement, busi-
nesses and corporate America need to

ing terrorism. Especially when pro-
moting the legitimacy or righteousness
of the cause. The media has been
giddy about recent polls that indicate
the support for the War on Terror is
waning. Isthis an accurate assess-
ment? Are Americanstiring of the
fight? The answer demonstrates the
subtle influence of attitude, language
and palitics.

Attitude is an important factor in any
conflict. For decadesthe liberal educa
tional and entertainment establish-
ments, along with the media exhibited
an effort to program the public to have
anegative view of Americaand U.S.
History. Americans are often depicted
asimperialist conquerors of weaker
societies, which can affect the public’'s
psyche. For example, Hollywood's
frequent portrayal of Native Ameri-
cans as noble warriors fighting the im-
perialistic U.S. that committed one
atrocity after another. Not to say that
atrocities did not occur, because they
did. But during this period of history
both sides committed brutal acts that
would meet the definition of terrorism.
Toinstill fear, Indian war parties
slaughtered non-combatant frontier
settlers and enslaved prisoners. The

the fight for our survival.

Language can have a major influence
on the public attitude. For example,
the entrenched concept of “political
correctness’ is creating a vulnerability
that will be difficult to overcome. The
philosophy of political correctnessis
often used as a basis to redefine the 1%,
4" 10™ and 14™ amendments by creat-
ing congtitutional protections where
none exist. The effect this has on the
War on Terror is significant in that it
makes it more difficult to defend
against terrorism and easier for terror-
iststo plan and execute operations that
murder innocent Americans. Security
is compromised for absurd reasons,
like not offending or hurting one's
feelings.

The politicizing of the War on Terror
is destructive. Politicians that make
statements that are demoralizing for
political gain are reprehensible. These
comments place Americans at home
and abroad at increased risk. For ex-
ample, consider the statements made
by Dick Durbin, D-ILL that falsely
accused U.S. soldiers of atrocities at
Guantanamo Bay. His reckless com-
ments were broadcasted on Al-Jazeera

be more vigilant and overcome defeat-
ist programming. | am not advocating
the dismissal of civil liberties and sup-
port adherence to the U.S. Constitu-
tion. | support the protections granted
by the Constitution, but not those non-
existent protections created by jurists
with an agenda. What | am advocating
is an assessment of al reasonable
means for survival. The defense of our
nation, our commerce and way of life
necessitate the need to train personnel
to profile terrorists, use computer tech-
nology to “data mine,” gather intelli-
gence, and conduct reasonable
searches and proactive, aggressive and
effective investigations.

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The Nature of Deviance and Criminality

world. These be-

haviors were of
such deviance and criminality that
most decent people could not and still
cannot comprehend. At atime when
the state of Louisiana and the city of
New Orleans were being deluged, cer-
tain citizens felt the need to murder,
maim, and rape the weak, powerless,
infirmed, and the weary. Even those
who volunteered to help the desperate,
were assaulted. When the Red Cross
and the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Administration (FEMA) were
dispensing debit cards and cash to the

crimina is, - what may be referred to
asthe “nutsand duts’ stereotype
(Gouldner, 1968; Liazos, 1972). This
isthe view that the study of criminality
and deviance focuses on: the seamy,
sensationalistic, disreputable behavior
enacted by marginal, powerless, usu-
aly lower-classindividuals. This
stereotypeis partly right and partly
wrong. A great deal of criminality con-
forms to the “nuts and sluts’ stereo-
type, especialy that which is most vig-
orously condemned; that which is most
likely to get someonein trouble. On
the other hand, the “nuts and sluts’
stereotype also leaves a great deal of
criminality out of the picture alto-
gether. Criminality and deviance can
be any behavior or quality that gener-
ates condemnation; it occurs just

deviant behavior, for instance, by
sexually harassing their students and
students can, of course, engagein de-
viance, by cheating on exams, among
other things.

Corporate executives engage in white-
collar crimes. Pharmacists fill out
fraudulent prescriptions, workers steal
materials from the work site, automo-
bile mechanics charge for work they
did not do, physicians perform unnec-
essary surgery, bill for nonexistent op-
erations, or wildly overcharge on
Medicare and medical bills. Criminal-
ity and deviance is everywhere. They
are ubiquitous. They penetrate every
corner of society. They are engaged in
by the rich and the poor alike, respect-
able and disreputable. They take place

victims of the hurricane, criminals
were injecting themselves into the
lines of the needy to get their share of
the money. Sexual predators are now
hunting for prey in and out of shelters,
and the children are the ones who are
proneto victimization. Very interest-
ing isthe fact that the criminals were
assaulting and maltreating their own
people. What could have driven
“civilized” people to prey on their own
kind, from their own communities, and
their own neighborhoods? Why did
they choose that moment to strike?
Were they simply lying dormant until
the right moment to activate? Wasit a
psychological triggering? Or, were
they merely deviants and criminals
who did what they do best?

Most people hold a stereotypical no-
tion of what deviance is and who the

about anywhere and is enacted or pos-
sessed by just about anyone.

Ben-Y ehuda (1985) showed that
criminality and deviance occursin sci-
ence, an eminently respected institu-
tion. Scientists sometimes plagiarize
papers, fabricate data from nonexistent
Or uncooperative experiments, or pro-
pound theories their colleagues regard
as crackpot. Criminality and deviance
routinely takes place in the used car
industry, where odometers are set back
to show less mileage, taxes are
avoided, and bribes are paid to the ap-
propriate parties. Criminality and devi-
ance takes place in the bosom of the
family, where violence is common,
including wife battering, the rape of
wives by hushands, and incest forcibly
inflicted by older male relatives on
younger females. Professors engage in

in locations that are not ordinarily
thought of as breeding sites for uncon-
ventionality. Criminality and deviance
are universal fixtures of every sphere,
locus, arena, and crevice of socid life.

Every place people interact with one
another or, indeed, enact behavior
alone, the potential exists for someone
to engage in disreputable, blamewor-
thy behavior. Contrary to the stereo-
type, criminality and deviance is not
confined to “nuts and sluts,” nor do
criminologists and sociologists confine
themselves exclusively to the study of
“nuts and sluts.” The central issuein
positivistic criminology is etiology, or
the cause or causes of criminal behav-
ior; “Why do they do it?’ isits central
theme. Why did they behave that way
in New Orleans? They did because
they are vile people.

How to Deal With A Downed Power Line

High-voltage power lines, which carry power from plants and transformers to customers, can
come crashing down during severe storms. If you arein acar when apole or linefals, you are
much safer remaining inside a grounded vehicle than being on foot. If the wire falls on the car,
do not touch anything - wait for help.

1) Assumethat all power lines, whether sparking or not, arelive.

2) Stay far away from downed lines.

Current can travel through any conductive material, and water on the ground can provide a“channel” from the power lineto
you. An electrical shock can also occur when one comesin contact with the charged particles near a high-voltage line; direct
contact is not necessary for electrocution to occur. Never touch a vehicle that has come in contact with alive wire - it may till
retain a charge.

3) Do not assumethat a non-sparking wireis safe.

Often, power may be restored by automated equipment, causing a “dead” wire to become dangerous. Stay away from downed
lines even if you know they are not electric lines - the line could have come in contact with an electric line when it fell, causing
the downed line to be “hot”.

4) If aperson comesinto contact with alive wire, use a nonconductive material to separate the person from the electri-
cal source.
Use awooden broom handle, awooden chair, or adry towel or sheet. Rubber or insulated gloves offer no protection.

5) Avoid direct contact with the skin of the victim or any conducting material touching it until he or sheis discon-
nected; you may be shocked also.

6) Check the pulse and begin rescue breathing and CPR if necessary.
